November 2017  
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A Devotional Thought 
for November 
For Protestants of every stripe 
and denomination, 2017 will be 
remembered as a milestone ï 
the 500th anniversary of the 
Reformation.  Those who have 
studied it closely are wondering 
if a theory popularized by American author 
Phyllis Tickle will ring true: something ground-
shaking is shifting in spirituality and Christian 
life. In her book The Great Emergence: How 
Christianity is Changing and Why, Tickle 
discusses the conventional wisdom that every 
500 years a period of upheaval is followed by 
a period of settling down, then codification 
(the action of arranging laws or rules according 
to a system or plan), and then upheaval again, 
because people do not like to be codified. For 
western Christianity, the Protestant (or Great) 
Reformation of 1517 followed the processes 
of upheaval and codification that were set in 
motion by the Great Schism of 1017, when the 
Christian church divided between east and 
west. Interestingly enough, about five hundred 
years earlier, Pope Gregory the Great, among 
others, assisted the monumental shifts that 
brought the church out of the dark ages. 

During these times of rearrangement and 
upheaval, history shows that three things 
always happen.  Tickle writes: ñFirst, a new, 
more vital form of Christianity emerges. Second, 
the organized expression of Christianity, 
which up until then had been the dominant 
one, is reconstituted into a more pure and less 
ossified expression of its former self. During 
the Protestant Reformation, both the reformers, 
and those they are reacting against, ended up 
being better churches. Finally, every time the 
incrustations of an overly established Christi-
anity is broken open, the faith has spread 

dramatically, thereby increasing the range and 
depth of the churchôs reaché. When that hap-
pens, new and vigorous expressions of faith 
break out, breaking the molds that have held 
them and scattering the pieces.ò 

Anglican Bishop Mark Dyer refers to these 
500-year episodes as ñgiant rummage sales,ò 
suggesting that the Christian church takes a 
hard look at its old stuff and decides to sell 
what it no longer needs. As I watch all the 
preparation that goes into the UMW Bazaar, 
Iôm impressed with the incredible effort and en-
ergy expended. With the exception of the fresh 
foods, baked goods and jams, a bazaar is a for-
malized, fun and classy celebration of wide-
spread looking hard at old stuff and deciding 
to donate things no longer need. 

Letôs pray that Saturday, 4 November will be a 
lovely, blessed and successful day. May it 
bring people into our church to mix and mingle 
with us and others in the hopes of finding 
nourishment and that special purchase for 
keeping or giving away. And may the UMW 
Bazaar remind us that people (and we, our-
selves?) are looking for a new and different 
encounter with God.  It is about that time, I 
guess.

This year our Stewardship 
campaign will begin on 
Sunday, November 12th 

and conclude on Consecration Sunday, December 
3rd. Pledge letters and 2018 budgets will be 
available beginning November 8th. In prepara-
tion for our 2018 Stewardship Campaign, here 
are some stewardship basics: 

¶ God is the creator and owner of all things 
(Psalm 24:1, Deut. 8:18);  

¶ We are called to be stewards of the grace of 
God ( 1 Peter 4:10); 

¶ The gifts we are given are for the blessing 
and building up of the community (Acts 2: 
43-47). 

This leads us to four principles of stewardship: 
Priority, Proportionality, Regularity and Risk. 

¶ When God is a priority in our lives, then it 
naturally follows that our gifts for His sake 
are a priority.  

¶ The principle of proportionality means that 
if we are blessed by God greatly, we are 
blessed to give greatly; and if we are 
blessed by God a little, we give a little.  

¶ An important principle of giving is regularity-
consistent, reliable, timely, habitual giving.  
The discipline of giving regularly becomes 
another way to worship God. 

¶ There is a certain risk in making our giving a 
priority that is proportional and regular.  

If we truly follow these principles of giving, 
we find that itôs not easy. Itôs a sacrificial act, a 
step out in faith. We move outside our financial 
comfort zone when we give to God. We give 
our trust as well as our treasure.  

Then let us, with the Spiritôs daring step from 
the past and leave behind our disappointment, 
guilt and grieving, seeking new paths and sure 
to find.
